StudioBinder says:
Set the stage for the story you will tell.  The basic gist of the world we are entering. Where does it take place? When? 

Focus in on the character or characters we’re going to spend most of our time with. Who are they? How did they come to this moment in their lives? Be brief.

What inciting incident and conflict creates a compelling drama for these characters?  Elaborate on it. This has to be strong. It should force your characters…

To change. Or adapt. How will they respond to this conflict? Are they going to change and/or are they going to change their circumstances. �
What do the characters want, and what is in their way? 

Tease out a sense that this is just the beginning of their journey. This problem or conflict will drive them into new places and is something of a permanent change. 

Or this new element of conflict introduced to their lives will force them to face different scenarios.

PRIMARY MAIN CHARACTER

full of goblins. No problem’ right?

Except, Dacey, being impulsive and not really listening, 

charges towards the fortress almost getting the entire party 

killed.

They narrowly break into the castle with their lives, Branden 

was about to scold Dacey for charging in, but restrained 

himself as they are already in. Branden decides to separate 

the group, to make their search for the princess much more 

“easier”.

It wasn’t long before the goblins finally caught up with them, 

one by one.

As our ‘heroes’ lay at the goblins’ mercy, he approaches. The 

master of the dark fortress: Corvus Bale. He takes one look 

at them and deems them as ‘unworthy nuisances’ .

Branden’s self-esteem broke, because after doing things his 

way of adventuring, he failed and not worth anyone’s time. 

But, the others helped him get his hopes back and think of a 

way out. They were freed, fought off the rest of the goblin 

guards, find Ariena, and cause a bit of chaos on their way 

out. Incurring Bale’s vengeful wrath!

With their return to the capital city Leoncaste, King Kenneth 

thanks Branden for rescuing Ariena, but Branden admits 

that he could not have accomplished this task without the 

help of his party. When asked what their group was called, 

Branden said, “Lawful Chaos!”

PILOT

StudioBinder says:
Break your pilot down into the following subsections: 

Teaser- 2-3 pages sometimes called the “cold open”. Show us a character, often the main character, and tease some sort of conflict. Try ending on a cliffhanger. Ask the questions the episode will attempt to answer.

Act one - Give us a bit more on the main characters for this episode. If the teaser was a crime, then act one is the crime scene investigation. Ramp up the tension through the act and bring us to another cliffhanger. 

Act two - Similar to the second act in a movie, this is the act where the character will be to struggle with the conflict head on. This should feel like an uphill battle, but with emerging hope. At the end of the act begin to flip expectations. 

Act three - Things have derailed and we’re in a low point for our character. Joseph Campbell calls this “the belly of the beast”. Our character is defeated, and trapped. But our audience will stay tuned in to see if there is any hope of survival, or what fate the character will suffer. 

Act four - Against all odds, our character will prevail. What did he/she learn from what happened in acts one and two? What mistakes were made? What lesson has become available to them? What inner resolve have the drawn from? They apply this to the conflict at hand and resolve it. 

Act five- Often this is a wrap up. Provide some additional closure, and perhaps tease out where the story will go next- in future episodes. What future conflict is still to come? How was today’s “win” just one battle in what looks more like it may be a war? 



EPISODE 1: “A NEW ROPE PT. 1”

“A New Rope” introduces the audience to the world around 
Branden MabGryphon and the beginning of his adventures and 
his first meeting with his new adventuring team.

EPISODE 2: “A NEW ROPE PT. 2”

After Ariena has been kidnapped by an evil wizard, Branden, along 
with his fellow adventurers, and a new mentor, Lucarn, travel to 
the evil wizard’s castle to save her.

SAMPLE EPISODE: “THE WIZARD OF WAS”

As an unnatural winter looms over Leoncaste, Bladorth becomes 
plagued with visions and acts strange. Well, stranger than normal.

SAMPLE EPISODE: “A LAD IN A MAGIC LAMP”

Lawful Chaos have been tasked to investigate in a faraway 
kingdom, as the result of a young caliph’s life in mortal danger...

SAMPLE EPISODE: “THE EYE OF THE BEHOLDER”

A familiar face comes to town promising the group a great treasure, but 
Lucarn doesn’t seem to be buying it...

SAMPLE EPISODE: “DANCES WITH WARGS”

Sisco invites Branden to an 'Orc-Out', even despite the warnings of the 
others on why they refuse. As Branden tries spending an entire, drunken 
weekend, he discovers the true nature of why the orc leader kept inviting 
Sisco.

SAMPLE EPISODE: “HASTLEVANIA”

When a curse has befallen on the people of Leoncaste, Lawful Chaos travel 
to Walpaburg, ‘hamlet of curses and nightmares’ to find a cure, as well as 
along the way, uncover a dark secret about one of its members. 

SAMPLE EPISODE: “BATTLE OF THE TWO ARMIES”

While King Kenneth goes missing, it falls to Ariena, who is acting queen, to 
keep the peace between Bennetonia and the mighty Drakish Empire.

EPISODE CONCEPTS

List 5- 10 STRONG episode concepts in 2-3 sentences max: “Max is stripped of his badge and gun for unauthorized violence. Jane gets a message from the son she didn’t know she had” Be brief, tease out a conflict, and include a subplot. Think of it like the TV guide description of an episode airing that night. 
“Season three will see Max adjust to life in jail while Gleason picks up the pieces. By mid season, Max will attempt an escape.”



SEASON 1 

An introduction to Branden, as he adjusts to his new surroundings. To develop not just into a hero, but his OWN 
hero.

SEASON 2

The main focus of the season will be around Lawful Chaos and Ariena traveling beyond Bennetonia’s borders to 
neighboring lands, including The Drakish Empire.

SEASON 3

A development into Branden’s family history starts to occur. As well as, the imminent coming of a bigger threat 
upon the mortal world.
